Working - customize to your size

1 Set top of monitor screen about one inch below eye level - Release brake and lift or
lower riser as needed.

2Tilt screen for comfortable viewing and to reduce eye and neck strain.

3 Pull keyboard tray forward and position mouse tray and mouse pouch on right or
left, as needed.

4 Work with elbows bent at about 90° to minimize muscle strain.

5Ifthe riser moves up and down with difficulty, or if it drifts out of set position,
consult the product manual for adjustment information.

6 Stay in charge!
